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Up with People Musical founders to make special appearance at westin la paloma resort august 11, 9 AM

Tucson – The Colwell Brothers and Herb Allen, legendary musicians of Up With People fame, will be in Tucson during the Up with People International Alumni Association’s reunion next week, and on Saturday, August 11 at 9 AM will make a free special appearance at Westin La Paloma’s main ballroom as part of a nation-wide tour launching A Song for the World, a new book by Frank McGee.  The artists and author will sign books following the concert.

The Detroit-born Colwell Brothers, Steve, Paul and Ralph (singers and string instrumentalists), broke into the music world in their teens on the Tex Williams NBC TV and radio shows in California, and were the youngest group contracted by a major label, Columbia Records.  They met Seattle’s Herb Allen (keyboard and xylophone) in 1953 in Switzerland and have collaborated ever since.  In 1965 the four created the format and music for Up with People, the second longest running musical of the 20th century.  

A Song for the World chronicles a 50-year saga of artist diplomacy covering 60 countries on six continents: the birth of Cyprus; the traumatic first year of the Congo’s independence; South Africa during Apartheid; Indian villages with Gandhi’s successor; four Super Bowl Halftime Shows; and landmark tours in China and Russia.  Equally at home in tribal villages and Carnegie Hall, the Colwell Brothers performed in 37 languages and dialects, and traveled more miles than Elvis and the Beatles combined.
